Typical Formula Consumption Amounts:

Healthy Term Infants

Table 1 provides estimated typical consumptions of extensively hydrolyzed and amino acid-based formulas by healthy term infants. This may assist
pharmacy in determining amounts needed for these formulas.

As is possible, an attempt should be made to provide equitable amounts of formula to all families. Things to consider when allocating formula that
may increase allotment:

¢ Situations that limit the ability of the family to access formula. This may include distance travelled, access to transportation, and social
economic barriers.

o Whether the infant is requiring a higher concentration of infant formula than the standard 20 kcal/oz.
o Whether the infant is tube fed which would require additional formula for priming the lines and potential loss due to manipulation of tubing.

Consider when allocating formula that may decrease allotment:
o Whether the infant is receiving mixed breastmilk and formula feeding, which may decrease the total amount of formula required.
